FIRST AID MEASURES

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FIRE FIGHTING MEASURES

Flammability: Extremely Flammable Aerosol

Extinguishing media: Water fog. Foam. Dry chemical powder. Carbon dioxide (CO2). Do not use water jet as an extinguisher, as this will
spread the fire.

ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES

wearing appropriate protective clothing. Ventilate closed spaces before entering them. Local authorities should be advised if
significant spillages cannot be contained.

Storage Requirements:

Pressurized container: Do not pierce or burn, even after use. Do not use if spray button is missing or
defective. Do not spray on a naked flame or any other incandescent material. Do not smoke while using
or until sprayed surface is thoroughly dry. Do not cut, weld, solder, drill, grind, or expose containers to
heat, flame, sparks, or other sources of ignition. All equipment used when handling the product must be
grounded. Do not re-use empty containers. Avoid prolonged exposure. Use only in well-ventilated areas.
Wear appropriate personal protective equipment. Avoid release to the environment. Observe good
industrial hygiene practices.

Level 1 Aerosol
